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CFSA Judges License Upgrade Guidelines

 

 

These guidelines are to be used only for evaluating upgrade requests for Judges in Canada covered under the CFSA membership. They are similar to the FIS guidelines and will be no less restricted. 

 

The guidelines are intended to ensure Canada’s Judges are fully qualified for upgrades requests made to FIS. The procedure is meant to identify Judges the season before upgrades are made so that Judges can be observed and assurances given to the CFSA on there abilities. The process needs to be transparent so that Judges know the expectations of CFSA and minimum requirements.

 

It is the responsibility of the Judges to keep a record of all events and the Head Judge of the event as outlined in the history of competitions, as well as there Judging position in event. Please see appendix 1 (Judge Resume) 

 

 

1.      Judges must remain members in good standing with CFSA.

2.      Judges must attend a fall seminar (same level of competition) in the competition year the Judge wishes to be assigned competitions, this is due to rule changes and the Judges responsibility to remain current.

3.      Judges must attend a fall seminar in the competition year the Judge applies for a license upgrade, the Judge MUST identify themselves when registering for the clinic that they will be applying for an upgrade.

4.      Judges must ensure they meet the minimum requirements.  Email the upgrade request and resume to the Judges Advisory Group (JAG) upgrade committee before the fall clinic.

         Judging a minimum of 10 on-snow events (Canadian series and above). Aerial events require inverted aerials. Big air will identify non-invert events in resume.
        Attending 2 A or B level Judges clinics (passing tests if required), including one clinic no more than one year prior to the upgrade request and receiving a positive evaluation.
        Attending 1 A or B level competition assist program, not more than one year prior to the upgrade request and receiving a positive evaluation.
        Recommendation from National Association through the Jag upgrade evaluation committee and approval by the appropriate FIS Working Group and committees.

· Judging a minimum of 10 B-level on-snow events in the discipline applied for. 

· Passing 2 A level Judges clinics (including tests) since receiving the B license, including one clinic no more than one year prior to the upgrade request 
· Passing 1 A level competition assist programs since receiving the B level license, not more than one year prior to the upgrade request 

· Recommendation from National Association through the Jag upgrade evaluation committee and approval by the appropriate FIS Working Group and committees. 

 



License downgrades – A and B level 
 
It is CFSA’s belief that a Judge is required to stay active in the program to keep current at the level that is expected by CFSA of their Judges. A Judge who is not active or only does a minimum number of events may be recommended for a downgrade to FIS.  

 

A Judge who does not attend the A or B level Judges clinic for 2 consecutive years and who is not active judging the sport will be recommended for a downgrade to FIS Judges working group.
